(M.P) for playing bus from village Malari, Kosa, Jhelam, Jumma & Tamak to 

Joshimath and back for the PAPs. 

This matter was also discussed between PAPs of Jhelam Tamak Hydro 

Power Project and management of THDCIL at project site. Management of 

THDCIL agreed to play a 25 seater bus for PAPs without fair charging. 

 

Benefit from the Project 

The villagers/PAPs of the Jhelam Tamak Hydro Power Project site who 

were feeling unhappy earlier because constraint of travel to nearby city to meet 

their daily needs for survival. On playing the bus, the PAPs were happy. Approx 

25 to 30 PAPs were getting benefit daily from this project on account of free 

travel.
