THDC Indla L|m|ted has ach|eved a significant milestone with the successful Boxmg up of the
Second unit (U#6- 250 MW variable speed pump turbine) of 1000 MW Tehri Pumped Storage
Project (PSP) on 26th December 2023. Sh. R. K. Vishnoi, CMD, THDC, congratulated the PSP
team, emphasizing that this major achievement marks a crucial step towards commissioning the
Nation’s first Variable Speed Pumped Storage Project (1000 MW).

Tehri PSP has been envisaged to generate 1000 MW of Peaking Power for enhancing system
reliability and also to provide Balancing Load to the Thermal and Renewable generation during
off Peak hours. The reservoir created by the Tehri Dam and Koteshwar Dam would function as
upstream and downstream reservoir for Pump Storage Plant. This Plant in a big way will
contribute in stabilization by meeting the Peak Load and balancing requirements.

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Successful Boiler Hydro test for Unit #2 of the Khurja Super Thermal Power Plant
—— - THDCIL achieved another significant milestone towards

the commissioning of 1320 MW KSTPP. The first thermal
project of THDCIL initiated through a Memorandum of
Understanding signed in 2010, demonstrates THDCIL's
commitment to innovation and sustainability. Equipped
with cutting-edge technologies for emission control and
environmental impact reduction, the Khurja STPP stands

as a beacon of progress in India's energy landscape.
Sh. R. K. Vishnoi, Chairman and Managing Director informed that THDCIL renowned for its

outstanding performance in the realm of Hydro, Wind, and Solar Power Production, achieved
another milestone on November 02, 2023, by executing the Boiler Hydro test for Unit #2 of the
Khurja Super Thermal Power Plant (2*660 MW) in Bulandshahr, U.P. This critical test was carried
out to assess the structural integrity of the welding joints within the boiler tubes and various
pressure components.

In this test, boiler pressure parts were filled with DM water and subjected to 439.4 kg/cm2 of
pressure for 30 minutes which is approximately 1.5 times of the maximum design pressure of the
boiler i.e. 279.3 kg/cm2 . The test was conducted in the esteemed presence of Shri Kumar Sharad
