CHAIRMAN'S SPEECH

THDC India Limited (THDCIL) Celebrated Remarkable Achievements in FY 2023-24 and Unveils Ambitious
future plan in its 36th Annual General Meeting held on 27th Sept 2024 at New Delhi.

THDCIL presented its Annual Report for the F.Y. 2023-24, highlighting a year of outstanding success and
transformative growth. This period has withessed notable milestones reached in several aspects of our
operations.

Sh. R. K. Vishnoi CMD, THDCIL while addressing company’s Shareholders informed that, during the
Financial year 2023-24, our energy generation from all Operational Plants are exceptionally well. We
achieved a cumulative energy generation from all our plants of 4830.63 MU, marking a remarkable
achievement.

Tehri Hydro Power Plant (1000 MW) achieved a significant milestone, by achieving a record daily
generation of 25.80 MU on August 2, 2023, even after 17 years of continuous operation, a testament to our
plant's resilient maintenance and operational strategies. Our commitment to excellence is further
evidenced by our financial achievements. We exceeded our capital expenditure (CAPEX) targets for FY
2023-24 by almost 26% by incurring a Capital Expenditure of Rs 5168 Cr. against a target of Rs 4100.41 Cr.
Furthermore, Tehri HPP and Koteshwar HEP achieved Plant Availability Factors (PAFs) of 80.274% and
69.516%, respectively, surpassing the normative figures of 80% and 68%.

We are thrilled about the advancements in our upcoming projects. The Second unit of Tehri PSP (4x250
MW) was successfully boxed up on 26.12.2023. Additionally, we are in the final stages of commissioning the
first pumped storage plant in the central sector with a 1,000 MW capacity in Tehri, Uttarakhand. The first
two units of Tehri Pumped Storage Plant (4x250 MW) are set to be commissioned by Oct, 2024, with the
remaining two units to be followed by December 2024.

THDC India Limited (THDCIL) is pleased to announce significant progress in our ongoing projects. In Khurja
Super Thermal Power Plant (STPP), Boiler Hydro test of 2nd unit of Khurja STPP was successfully
completed on 02.11.2023. Further, Boiler light up of 1st Unit of Khurja STPP was successfully conducted on
21.03.2024.

At our Amelia Coal Mine, Extraction of 3.10 Lac Ton coal was done in FY 2022-23 and 12.51 Lac Ton coal was
extracted in FY 2023-24. An MoU with NTPC has been signed on 31.03.2023 for the supply of coal to NTPC.
Further, dispatch of coal to end use plant, Khurja STPP (1320 MW) has also been started on 06.08.2024 and
3793.01 Tonne Coal has been despatched so far.
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In VPHEP (444 MW), TBM is operational and 1525 m HRT has been constructed. TBM has also achieved a
remarkable progress of 26m HRT construction in a single day on 21.02.2024, setting a new record for the
largest diameter TBM tunnel bored in a single day in the Himalayan geology of India. Maximum HRT
excavation in a month by TBM was 431.1 RM in VPHEP project. THDCIL has been commenced dam
concreting (Non-over flow block in left bank) on 18th Jan 2024 in VPHEP project. Our financial performance
continues to be strong, with gross sales for the year 2023-24 amounting to Rs. Rs.1967.24 Cr., accompanied
by a net profit of Rs. 589.34Cr., reflecting our financial stability and growth trajectory. In regard to
distribution of dividend, THDCIL declared interim dividend of Rs.300 Cr. on 31.03.2024 for F.Y. 2023-24.
Further Company also declared final dividend of Rs.227.34 Cr. in its 36th Annual General Meeting for the
F.Y.2023-24.

THDCIL has also done significant collaborations during the year 2023-24. We established a joint venture
(JV) company, between THDCIL and UJVNL named, ‘THDCIL-UJVNL Energy Company Limited in Dec’.2023
for development of Power Projects in Uttarakhand. Further, an MoU has been signed between THDCIL and
GMVN (Garhwal Mandal Vikas Nigam) in Oct’2023, for establishing EV Charging Stations at identified
locations of GMVN’s Tourist Rest Houses / Bungalows.

THDCIL has signed a Memorandum of Agreement (MoA) with Govt. of Arunachal Pradesh (GoAR) in
Dec’2023, for implementation of the 1200 MW Kalai-Il Hydro Electric Project in the Anjaw District of
Arunachal Pradesh.

Our commitment to corporate governance is unwavering, as demonstrated by our consistent "Excellent"
rating for compliance with 'DPE Guidelines on Corporate Governance.'

Investor confidence in THDCIL remains strong. During the financial year 2023-24, company had issued
Corporate Bonds Series-VIII of Rs. 763.00 Crore with coupon interest rate of 7.76% and Corporate Bonds
Series-1X of Rs. 779.00 Crore with coupon interest rate of 7.93%.

Looking forward, in order to achieve THDCIL’s vision, THDCIL has formulated aggressive strategies to
accomplish an overall capacity of 8000 MW during next five years i.e. by 2028-29. THDCIL is fully
concentrated to take more Pump Storage Projects in all over the country. The renewable energy projects is
the prime agenda for Sustainable economic growth of the company. THDCIL has also explored 7390 MW
Pump storage projects in Maharashtra and 2700 MW Nallar PSP in Tamil Nadu. It is also expected that the
responsibility of execution 1200 MW PSP in U.P may be assigned to THDCIL.

With the acquisition of a Power Trading License, THDCIL is venturing into power trading within India.

Our corporate philosophy places a strong emphasis on environmental, social, and governance practices,
actively contributing to the development of a sustainable and empowered society through impactful CSR
Initiatives.

CMD extended heartfelt gratitude to all our stakeholders, business partners, government agencies, and
dedicated team of THDCIL for their invaluable support in making THDCIL a pioneering force in the power
sector.
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Hon’ble Chief Minister of Arunachal Pradesh Reviewed Hydropower Projects: Emphasis on Swift

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To address the advancement of Hydro Power Projects within the state of Arunachal Pradesh, the Hon’ble
Chief Minister of Arunachal Pradesh, Sh.

The
meeting was focused on addressing critical issues related to forest clearance, techno-economic
clearance, land acquisition and environmental clearance of 13 Hydroelectric Projects allocated to
various Central Public Sector Undertakings (CPSUs). Among the projects discussed, THDC India Limited
has been assigned the Kalai-Il Hydro Electric Project (HEP) with a capacity of 12200 MW. A Memorandum
of Agreement was signed between THDC India Limited and the Arunachal Pradesh Government on
30th December, 2023, to facilitate this project’s implementation. During the meeting, Hon’ble Chief
Minister emphasized the importance of expediting processes to avoid delays. "Hydropower is crucial for
our state as well as nation’s revenue, employment, and economic growth. It is imperative that we
advance these projects swiftly and efficiently," he stated.

THDCIL achieved another significant milestone with the successful lowering of the last rotor (250 MW,
weighing 490 tons) into the generator pit of Unit #08 (the 4th unit) of the 1000 MW Tehri Pumped Storage
Plant (PSP) on 28th September, 2024. The milestone was achieved in the esteemed presence of
Sh. Ghanshyam Prasad, Chairperson of the Central Electricity Authority, Government of India. This
accomplishment marks a major step forward for THDCIL, bringing the nation closer to realizing its first
Variable Speed Pumped Storage Project, with a capacity of 1000 MW.
